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 Welcome to the Department 

Congratulations on your declaration of a major! We applaud your interest in and enthusiasm for the arts. 

The Department of Art and Art History offers two majors: studio art and art history. This handbook is intended for these constituents. At Beloit, students in both disciplines have the opportunity to work closely with studio art and art history faculty in a supportive yet challenging environment. You will encounter dedicated, energetic teachers who are practicing artists, critics, and scholars – and equally engaging, talented and committed students. In courses filled with creative assignments, provocative readings and stimulating discussion, and through the meaningful dialogues and exchanges that can occur in a small, vibrant community, we think you will discover that exceptional opportunities await you. 

As a department, we have much to offer you. However, all of our resources are practically useless without thoughtfulness, planning, and dedication on your part. What you get out of a major is commensurate with what you put in. We urge you to develop and pursue a line of study that will most benefit you in terms of your needs, interests, and academic and professional goals. 

This handbook answers some of the most frequently asked questions regarding our programs and policies. Read the entire handbook now, as you are becoming acquainted with the Department of Art and Art History, and save it for future reference. 

Academic Advising

You may select an advisor from the department’s full-time staff and change advisors whenever you wish. We encourage you to seek advice from all art and art history faculty, in addition to faculty from other departments to discuss important issues (e.g., graduate school). Although your major advisor must register your courses online. 
Art history majors may choose from full-time art history faculty; studio art majors may choose from the full-time studio art faculty. If a faculty member is on leave, their advisees are temporarily assigned to other faculty members in the department. 

The Majors

The Major in Studio Art

The studio art major provides a conceptual and process-oriented approach to the fine arts. Students are encouraged to dissolve boundaries between mediums and to explore nontraditional media (you are required to take courses in two or more mediums). Special topics courses in a variety of other media are regularly offered; recent courses have concentrated on book arts, installation art, performance, and video. In addition, students may design and create independent special projects with a faculty sponsor. 
In their final semester, all senior studio art majors exhibit their work in a group show in the Wright Museum of Art. The arrangements for the exhibit (including gallery space allocation, publicity, and exhibit installation) are planned in Senior Seminar (ART 384 & ART 385), which equips students with an array of additional professional skills (e.g., how to prepare a résumé and portfolio, how to apply to grad school and for employment, how to document one’s artwork). 
While the senior exhibit is on display, two full-time art department faculty conduct an oral examination with each senior. Seniors should personally approach faculty members to request and invite participation on orals committees.  The student is given ten minutes to explain his/her exhibit and art. The faculty members on the orals committee then question the student about the work/exhibit for approximately ten minutes. The final ten minutes are dedicated to reflective and instructional observations by the faculty. 

The senior exhibition in the Wright Museum of Art is a privilege and not a right.  Students are expected to comply with all policies and procedures set forth by the senior seminar advisor and museum staff. There will be a $100 damage deposit charged to all seniors exhibiting in the museum. This deposit will be returned after all your artwork is removed from the museum and your space is returned back to normal.

The Major in Art History

The art history major challenges students to investigate and analyze art and visual culture with close attention to social and historical contexts, and through comparative cultural study. 
As in studio art, the Wright Museum of Art plays an important role in the art history program, effectively functioning as a laboratory. As they work to complete the major, students will enroll in at least one upper-level course that will involve them either in careful study of works of art from the collection in organizing, researching and curating an exhibit of art (as part of a class or special project), and/or in writing essays and catalogue entries for an exhibition publication. This distinctive feature of our program provides invaluable professional experience. It is the kind of collaborative and experiential learning that is both the hallmark and the essence of Beloit College. 
Art history majors take a minimum of eight art history courses, one studio art course, and at least one full year of college-level foreign language.  Students planning to pursue graduate study are strongly encouraged to take two years of foreign languages and at minimum, acquire a reading comprehension in both. 
Two survey courses serve as the foundation to the major. Students may then select five upper-level courses, and either a sixth art history course or a second studio art course. Survey courses are complemented with seminars and special topics courses (ARTH 285 and ARTH 335), which are routinely offered on a one-time or occasional basis. Recent topics have included contemporary Native American art; Women and the Book in the Middle Ages; art history and museum practice; American art and visual culture to 1945; and Faith and Power in Byzantium. Students must also take at least one course in Asian art history.
Majors must take Theory and Methods (ARTH 337), which introduces an array of art historical problems and scholarly approaches. This seminar develops and refines critical thinking and writing skills, and it is excellent preparation for graduate study in art history.

General Academic Advice and Procedures

Selecting Supporting Courses

No single set of supporting courses is recommended for all students. We urge you to select courses in other disciplines that will complement your line of study within your major. 

Academic Dishonesty

The Department of Art and Art History takes this offense very seriously and will comply with Beloit College’s policy on this standing.  The college’s policy states:

In an academic institution, few offenses against the community are as serious as academic dishonesty. Such behavior is a direct attack upon the concept of learning and inquiry and casts doubt upon all measures of achievement. Beloit insists that only those who are committed to principles of honest scholarship may study at the College.

The College’s policies on academic dishonesty are thoroughly outlined in the pamphlet entitled Students and Academic Dishonesty: Important Information for Faculty, Students and Staff. Available in the Office of the Dean of Students, this pamphlet also details the ways students can protect themselves from being charged with academic dishonesty.

A Minor in Museum Studies 

The College also offers a Museum Studies minor, giving students the opportunity to study the theoretical and practical aspects of museum operations in depth and with staff from Beloit’s two fine museums, the Wright Museum of Art and the Logan Museum of Anthropology. We encourage art history and studio art majors to take a course or complete the minor in museum studies. More details can be obtained from the Museum Studies program; see list of Museum Studies staff included in this handbook.
Special Projects
Special Projects (ART 390 or ARTH 390) are individualized courses sponsored by a faculty member, which may consist of a specialized reading list that culminates in a final project, or an independent research project. Students design their projects in consultation with an instructor. In studio, a Special Project may enable a student to work on a set of art works united by a common theme, specialized medium, or both. Special Projects must be academically rigorous, involve serious exploration and determined, disciplined effort and result in work that demonstrates superior technical skill and personal style. The work is refined through weekly reviews with the instructor. Students may arrange a special project for ¼, ½, or 1 unit by negotiating a contract with a faculty sponsor. Ordinarily, topics covered in regularly offered courses may not be the focus of Special Projects. 
Transfer Credits, Credits from Programs Abroad, AP Credit
General Information:
During your studies at other institutions, keep your syllabi and all course work, including class notes, papers and exams, all art work, assignments, sketchbooks, etc. Stay in contact with and inform your Beloit advisor of your progress in the courses. Upon your return to Beloit, present all course material along with your transcript from the institution. Discuss with your advisor the amount of credit that will transfer and what requirements for your degree are met. Your advisor must notify the College registrar as to whether transfer credits have been approved. 

Please note that the registrar makes the final decision about credit units. No more than 15 units (60 semester hours) of transfer credits will be applied toward the Beloit degree. Work done elsewhere will be recorded in equivalent credit units (where a unit equals four semester or 6 quarter hours). Transfer credit will apply only toward the total number of units required for graduation. Grades from transfer courses will neither be recorded on your transcript nor included in your Beloit grade point average. 

NOTE: Of the 12 or 11 units needed for an Art History or Studio Art major at least 6 units must be taken at Beloit College.
Transfer and Study Abroad Credits

With advance permission from your advisor and the College registrar (Mary Boros-Kazai), enrolled students in good standing are permitted to take designated courses at other accredited colleges and universities and to transfer credit earned in such courses to Beloit College without payment of extra fees to Beloit. You must plan ahead when considering transferring any credits from other institutions (including summer school or study abroad). 

Before enrolling in other institutions, speak with your advisor and the College registrar about the courses are you planning to take. At this initial meeting, you should supply a catalog from the institution that includes course descriptions, semester hours, and any other pertinent information regarding the courses. Keep in mind that credit for courses that duplicate those offered at Beloit might not be transferred; approval will be given on an individual, case-by-case basis. Plan how these courses will meet requirements for your degree. Submit the proper form (available in the Art Office and Department website) with signatures to the Department chair.

Generally speaking the department will accept all transferred credits to count towards your  major or minor if the course/s were taken at an accredited college, university or technical college and if they replace elective credits. Credits that would replace required courses will need approval from the professor who is responsible for teaching that course. 

Substitutions

Substituting one required course for another is strongly discouraged. It is important that students in consultation with their advisor plan their courses carefully from the moment a student declares the major or minor. It is also important that students take required foundation courses before moving on to electives because substitutions will not be granted for poor planning. However, if a situation arises in which a student cannot complete their major or minor without making a substitution, or if a student has a very strong case that a substitution would greatly improve their educational aspirations, then a case can be made to the department for approval. Students should first consult their advisor for advice before submitting a request for substitution. Note: A request for substitution should only be submitted as a last resort. 

Advance Placement Credits
AP Credits will not be accepted for any Studio Art course. In Art History those students with a test score of 5 on the AP Art History exam may count ARTH120 or ARTH125, but not both as credit towards an Art History Major. AP Credits cannot be used as credit for Asian Art History.

Opportunities for Professional Exploration & Experience

How to choose among the many career avenues available to art and art history majors? We encourage students to learn by doing – through internships, study abroad, and/or study in the Chicago Arts Program. 

Study Abroad

As a member of the Associated Colleges of the Midwest, Beloit College offers students numerous study-abroad programs, and we strongly encourage our majors to take full advantage of them. You might study in Japan or Hungary, in Peru or in Russia; the possibilities are almost limitless. Make an appointment to speak with someone in the Office of International Education, located in the International House (717 Chapin St.). 

Internships in the Arts

Almost all of our students have at least one internship experience, whether part- or full-time, volunteer or paid, and many have the opportunity for two or three during summers and/or the academic year. Begin thinking early about possible internships. Through them, 

you will gain valuable experience – and professional contacts – in the field, have the opportunity to try possible career paths without making a long-term commitment, and augment and enrich your academic coursework. 
Take advantage of the resources available to you in the Office of Career Services (located at 803 College St.) and in the Art Department Office and/or the Art and Art History website at www.beloit.edu/arthistory. Check the Career Services home page for listings of internships and for further information on internships at the following locations: Madison Museum of Contemporary Art; the Art Institute of Chicago; and Walker’s Point Center for the Arts, Milwaukee. 

We encourage you to work with Career Services to complete your internships for credit/no credit. In either case, your internship will be listed on your transcript. Internships completed for credit (½ or 1 unit) must include a substantial academic component planned in advance by you in close consultation with staff at Career Services and a consenting faculty advisor. Contact Career Services for more information and guidelines.

Our majors are regularly awarded internships in graphic design, art therapy, publishing, and in museums and galleries. Recently, art history majors have won prestigious summer internships at the Boston Museum of Fine Arts, the St. Louis Art Museum, and at the Hirshhorn, the Corcoran, the Phillips Collection and even the U.S. Supreme Court in Washington, D.C. There are also internship opportunities in cities and countries associated with study abroad programs (check with the Office of International Education). 

Closer to home, some students elect to become Curator of the Hales Gallery, a student-run space on campus that features rotating exhibits of student work; see Joy Beckman, faculty advisor for the Hales Gallery, for more information. Other students work in downtown Beloit at Gallery ABBA, a lively, flourishing, entirely student-run commercial art gallery where students can also exhibit and sell their art. Regular transportation to Madison, Milwaukee, Chicago and surrounding areas can be arranged through Career Services for internships in these municipal centers. (Use of the internship car requires the student to be a registered driver and to pay half of the current mileage fee.) 
Talk and share information with other majors in the department and in museum studies. Network! 

When you graduate, think of those coming up behind you who may benefit from an internship in your place of work, temporary housing with you, and/or a special scholarship that would enable students to accept non-paying internships without worry about finances. (Such contributions can only increase the value of your Beloit College degree in art and art history by enriching the program.)

Nystrom Student Internship Grant

Currently enrolled Beloit College students are eligible to apply for the Nystrom Student Internship Grants. These grants will help defray a portion of students’ expenses during their internship. This might include paying for student’s airfare, food or lodging. In order to be considered for a grant, please review the eligibility and procedures found below and schedule a meeting with a member of the faculty in the Department of Art and Art History. 

Eligibility:

· Students must be currently enrolled in Beloit College at the time of application. 

· Students must be a Studio Art or Art History Major. 

· Students must register their internship with the Career Services as either credit or non-credit.

Procedure:
DEADLINE: Watch for email announcements and posters.
Note:
Prior to the deadline, arrange your internship with Career Services for either credit or no credit and secure a faculty sponsor.  You must ask one of the studio or art history faculty members to be your sponsor, and he or she must agree to be your sponsor.

Submit your application online at www.beloit.edu/arthistory/internships/nystromgrant, by the deadline, for consideration.
Your application must include:

· A detailed description of the internship that discusses in-depth how this internship will augment your studies at Beloit College. Specifically, discuss how this internship relates to art, art history, museum studies or other related fields. Include the anticipated responsibilities, what you will gain from this internship, and dates of the internship.  (500-750 words)

· The name and address of the sponsoring institution (where the internship will take place).

· Internship supervisor at internship site.  Include name, email address, phone number, and mailing address.

· Faculty sponsor’s name.

· A list of the anticipated costs associated with your internship.  Specifically address how the grant will be used to help defray costs (e.g. for food, lodging, transportation, etc.).  If you have a paid internship you are still eligible for this grant.  However, you must include this in your costs list.

Complete the above by the deadline and submit it electronically to the Department of Art and Art History.  Incomplete and/or late applications will not be considered.  If you need help with your application, please contact your faculty sponsor.

Finally, you must give a presentation about your internship at a future gathering of your peers.  You may wish to co-ordinate this presentation with other Nystrom Internship or Project Grant recipients as an event for the Department of Art and Art History.  Contact Cheryl Mikulecky (mikuleck@beloit.edu) in the Office of Art and Art History (Wright 203) to schedule this event.
Nystrom Student Project Grant

Students currently enrolled in Studio or Art History courses at Beloit College are eligible to apply for Nystrom Student Project Grants.  Any project deemed worthy of support by the art and art history faculty is eligible for funds.  Individuals or groups of students can propose projects.  Projects may include research, conference attendance, exhibits, installations, art events on campus, or other ideas you may have.

In order to be considered for a grant, please review the eligibility and procedures found below and schedule a meeting with the member of the faculty in the Department of Art and Art History that you have chosen to be your sponsor.

Eligibility:
· Student(s) must be currently enrolled in a studio or art history course at Beloit College at the time of application. 

Procedure:
DEADLINE: Watch for email announcements and posters.
Note:
Prior to the deadline, secure a faculty sponsor.  You must ask one of the studio or art history faculty members to be your sponsor, and he or she must agree to be your sponsor.

Submit your application online at www.beloit.edu/art/achievements, by the deadline, for consideration.
Your application must include:

· A brief description of the project that and discusses in-depth how this project will augment your studies at Beloit College and benefit the Beloit College community. Specifically, discuss how this project relates to art, art history, museum studies or other related fields.

· Detailed information about the project. Include a timeline for completion, and in the case of outdoor sculptures and installations, the length of time in which the exhibit will be up, and how it will be removed and when.  For research and art history projects, include resources you will use, such as libraries and museums you plan to visit.  For conferences, please include a copy of the brochure.

· Faculty sponsor’s name.

· Budget: Provide a general expense report including any other funding that you will receive. Include an accurate list of supplies and costs associated with the project.  Transportation, lodging, and registration fees are all eligible for grant funds.

Complete the above by the deadline and submit it electronically online to the Department of Art and Art History.  Incomplete and/or late applications will not be considered.  If you need help with your application, please contact your faculty sponsor.

Finally, you must present your research or a report of your project at a future gathering of your peers.  You may wish to co-ordinate this presentation with other Nystrom Project or Internship Grant recipients as an event for the Department of Art and Art History. Academic Awards and Honors
Departmental Awards

Each year on Honors Day, the Department of Art and Art History presents five awards. The department faculty selects recipients for awards.

The Erin Kluk Memorial Prize in Art is awarded in memory of a promising young artist (class of 2006) who died tragically after attending Beloit for only one semester. The prize is awarded to a promising studio art major who embodies Erin’s spirit of intellectual curiosity and exceptional artistic creativity.  2011 recipient: Yetunde Olagbaju.
The Theodore Lyman Wright Fine Arts Prize is awarded for the best scholarship and writing on some aspect of art and art history. It was established anonymously in 1924 in memory of Mr. Wright, class of 1880 and professor of Greek and art from 1881 to 1926. 

2011 recipient: Ashleigh Herrera.

The Ellen Malsch Memorial Prize in Art is given annually at the Senior Art Show to the student whose body of work in any medium as presented in the show is judged by the faculty to represent the best expression of Ellen Malsch’s idea of artistic endeavor:  “Art must extend a person’s mind and vision beyond what he already knows – henceforth the ever ongoing quest of the artist – to seek – to discover – invent – manipulate – formulate and bring forth new symbols – new statements.”   Family friends of Ellen Malsch, an accomplished local watercolorist, established the prize in 2002.  Her works have been exhibited in the Wright Museum of Art and are represented in many private, corporate, and museum collections.  2011 recipient:  Irene Rogers.
The Ellen Malsch Memorial Scholarship in Art is awarded to a rising senior studio art major completing his/her junior year. The award is based on merit, with preference given to a serious painting student whose work during the junior year shows the most promise. The recipient’s name will be entered onto a plaque that hangs in the Wright Museum of Art. 2011 recipient: Georgianna Gregori.
The Nystrom Prize for Excellence in Art History is awarded to a student who has demonstrated through their work in art history creative thought, sharp visual analysis and intellectual maturity. This award was established in 2007 by the Department of Art

and Art History, with funds from the generous bequest of the late Richard Nystrom `43 in support of the fine arts at Beloit College. 2011 recipient:  Molly Nelson.
Graduating with Departmental Honors
Departmental honors work offers the promising student individual counsel and supervision in the accomplishment of a creative or scholarly project, pursued with intensity and freedom that is seldom possible in the classroom.  Intended to encourage and reward independent thought, intellectual maturity, and distinguished academic achievement, independent study leading to departmental honors is offered in both art history and studio art. Note there are different requirements for Studio and Art History Honors. Honors work is open to any student, who, in the judgment of the department, is promising enough to do it adequately, has earned at least a “B” (3.0GPA) average in the major, and has completed six terms of credit work. Recognition of achievement in departmental honors is recorded on the recipient’s permanent record and transcript. 

This handbook outlines all relevant procedures and deadlines for students pursuing departmental honors in studio art and art history.  You are responsible for knowing and adhering to the deadlines. 

Guidelines for Pursuing Departmental Honors in Art History

If you plan to graduate in December, or have other extenuating circumstances, consult your advisor and the department chair early to arrange and receive alternative deadlines in writing.

Art history majors considering departmental honors in art history are strongly urged to begin exploring topics and planning their senior honors thesis near the end of their junior year in consultation with art history faculty, and to submit to the art history faculty before the end of their sixth semester a written statement of their intent and a brief description of their topic. 

Departmental honors in art history is based upon the timely, successful completion of a well-written, carefully-prepared research paper, and an engaging public presentation of same. Specific submission dates and intermediate deadlines (all of which must be met) are delineated below.

1. Letter of Intent to Pursue Honors. Notify the department of your intent to pursue departmental honors by October 1st of your senior year. Your letter of intent serves as your formal application to pursue Departmental Honors in Art History. It should be a formal, professional letter, in which you state the nature of your departmental honors thesis/exhibit and why you should be considered for honors. Include the name of the faculty member who has agreed to serve as the primary mentor for your project. (Double majors intending to pursue Honors in both Studio Art and Art History must submit two applications.)  Attach a copy of your unofficial transcript, which may be obtained from your academic advisor or the Registrar’s Office, to the hard copy of your cover letter.  Submit all documents to Cheryl Mikulecky (Wright 203) in the Office of Art and Art History.  Also send an electronic copy of your Letter of Intent to the Chair of the department.
2. Thesis Research and ARTH 392. In the first semester of your senior year, you will enroll in ARTH 392 (Honors Thesis in Art/Art History) for ½ unit of credit. Arrange to have one art history faculty member act as your primary honors sponsor/advisor and another faculty member act as the secondary consultant. Honors candidates work in close consultation with their faculty sponsor/advisor (and to a lesser extent, their secondary consultant) to develop a topic and a schedule of research and writing. Working with both faculty members, the candidate prepares and submits to Cheryl Mikulecky, in the Office of Art and Art History, an annotated bibliography no later than November 1st.  Cheryl will forward this document to the appropriate faculty mentor(s).  A thoughtful, one-page typed proposal or abstract and a detailed outline of your research project and initial findings (along with an updated, revised annotated bibliography) must be submitted to Cheryl, in the Office of Art and Art History, by December 1st of your senior year. The appropriate faculty will then make comments on the abstract and outline, and meet with you to discuss your project before the end of the fall semester. At this time, they will either approve, revise, or reject your proposed thesis project. (If your project is not approved, you will still receive the unit of credit for the work you completed during the first semester.)

3. Writing of the Thesis and ARTH 392. If your project is approved, you will enroll in ARTH 392 (for ½ to 1 full unit of credit) during the second semester of your senior year. This will allow you to write up your research findings and prepare your honors thesis. You should plan to meet regularly with your faculty sponsors/advisors to discuss your progress. A rough first draft of your paper must be submitted to Cheryl, in the Office of Art and Art History, by February 1st. Final papers, due three weeks before the end of your final semester, must be submitted to Cheryl, in the Office of Art and Art History. Submit two hard copies (one to be retained by the department and one to be returned to you) along with one electronic copy. Your honors thesis should be well-researched and written, carefully proofed and edited to conform to MLA or Chicago Manual of Style format, with relevant, clearly identified illustrations or figures and a complete bibliography attached. (As with any well-written paper, multiple intermediate drafts should be expected; the primary sponsor will assign these based upon your progress.)

4. Public Presentation. You will present the results of your project to a larger community of scholars. You may present your research to the entire college community at Student Symposium Day (in mid-April) or, in consultation with your primary sponsor, you may arrange a departmental seminar. If you decide to present your findings at a departmental seminar, you must contact Cheryl who will work with you to schedule the event at least two weeks prior to the end of your final semester.  Cheryl will help you publicize the event in advance. If the event is not well publicized in advance, you must defend your thesis to all faculty in the Department of Art and Art History.
Your faculty sponsor will make the final decision concerning the grades to be awarded for ARTH 392. Your thesis will be read by all full-time departmental faculty members, who will determine if the thesis is deserving of departmental honors. You will be given academic credit for your work whether or not you are awarded Departmental Honors.

Artist-in-Residency Programs

The Victor E. Ferrall, Jr. Endowed Artist-in-Residence Program supports distinguished artists in the visual arts who come to campus in alternating years for as little as a day or two, and for as long as a semester to teach a course or conduct workshops and seminars. During the artist’s stay, his or her own work or that created by collaborating students is presented in an exhibition at the Wright Museum. Begun in 1998 with the generous gift of the ninth president of Beloit College, the first Ferrall Artist in Residence was New York sculptor Jeanne Silverthorne, followed by fiber artist Nick Cave in 2002, video artist Stephanie Barber in 2004, new media artist Leighton Pierce (Spring), installation artist Marie Watt (Fall) in 2007, and Aaron Gach, Center for Tactical Magic, Spring 2010.
The Ginsberg Family Artist-in-Residence Program, established in 2003, affords another exciting opportunity for Beloit students to interact with distinguished artists. Comic book and public artist Christopher Sperandio was the first Ginsberg Family Artist in Residence. In 2007-08 two artists visited: Dario Robleto and Vitaly Komar, in 2009 artist David Opdyke, and in Fall 2010, painter Emily Eveleth.
Both artist-in-residency programs enhance and enrich the College’s programs in the visual arts by bringing students into immediate contact with notable, dynamic artists.

The Wright Museum of Art

The Wright Museum of Art has an extensive permanent collection of art that includes a large number of fine art prints by such well-known artists as Rembrandt, Picasso, and German Expressionist artists Käthe Kollwitz, Max Beckmann, and Wassily Kandinsky. The Museum also owns contemporary works by artists Helen Frankenthaler, Claes Oldenburg, Renée Stout, and Miriam Schapiro among others, and has a growing collection of prints by contemporary Native American artists (e.g., Jaune Quick-to-See Smith, Edgar Heap of Birds, Emmi Whitehorse). In sculpture, there are fine examples of ancient Egyptian stone reliefs and Greek pottery, a maquette by Henry Moore, and works by Ernst Barlach and Harvey Littleton. Photographs, paintings and a sizeable collection of Asian prints, textiles and decorative arts round out the collection.

The Wright Museum of Art also hosts traveling shows, faculty and student exhibits and community activities. It offers internships and work-study opportunities in conjunction with the Museum Studies program.
Honors Term Scholars

A limited number of Honors Term Scholars awards are available to students with superior academic records who want to continue their study at Beloit College for an additional term beyond normal graduation. Students receiving these awards may take up to three units of credit with full tuition remission in exchange for undertaking a project that contributes significantly to the academic program of the College and simultaneously further their own academic or professional development. Art in the Surrounding Region 

Beloit College is located within easy driving distance to Chicago, Milwaukee and Madison – cities with lively cultural scenes. In Chicago, the Art Institute and the Museum of Contemporary Art are but two of the many museum destinations for art and art history class field trips. The Milwaukee Art Museum, too, has an excellent collection and an exciting schedule of changing exhibitions (along with a brand new, award-winning addition designed by architect Santiago Calatrava). In Madison, the Museum of Contemporary Art re-opens in a new, expanded facility designed by renowned architect Cesar Pelli. Classes in art and art history regularly take field trips to the Chazen (formerly the Elvehjem) Museum of Art and Tandem Press, also located in Madison. Frank Lloyd Wright-designed buildings blend with the landscape of the upper Midwest, where the architect worked for much of his career, and are destinations for day trips sponsored by the department. 

Careers in the Visual Arts

Beloit College art and art history graduates demonstrate the breadth and flexibility of their preparation by the range of careers they develop and the fields they enter. Many students move directly from graduation into a professional field; others continue their professional development in graduate programs of distinction before joining the art world. The achievements of our graduates are too numerous to list here, but they include professional sculptors, photographers, and painters whose works are exhibited in major museums; museum directors and curators; and art school and university professors. A curator at the Getty Museum in southern California, a cartoonist for The New Yorker, a network film animator, an independent art conservator, an internationally-renowned designer of jewelry, a wildlife photographer for National Geographic, several advertising executives: these are but a few of the many Beloit College graduates currently working in art-related careers.
With a liberal arts background, Beloit graduates are not “limited” to art as a professional field; a Beloit education is versatile. Two Beloit art majors have become the presidents of Pepsi and Koss Electronics, while others are bankers, chemists, doctors, lawyers and social and environmental activists.
The Facilities
The Department of Art and Art History occupies two adjacent buildings on the Beloit College campus. Large studio areas provide space and opportunity to work in the major areas of the studio arts. The sculpture studio, located in the Wright Annex, has an extensive collection of tools and equipment for woodworking, welding and metal fabrication; in the printmaking studio (also in the Wright Annex), students have access to the tools and techniques of intaglio printing, lithography and silkscreen. Painting is housed in the Smith Building next door. The photography darkroom, also in Smith, is equipped for black and white printing. There is also a computer laboratory equipped with multiple stations and a large-format color printer. 

Art history is housed on the second floor of the Wright Museum of Art, enabling easy access and utilization of artworks from the permanent collection in the classroom. The two primary art history classrooms, the Logan Room Art History Seminar Room, are equipped with digital projectors and the latest technology; moveable furniture allows for dynamic, interactive class structures. A computer connected to the campus network provides access to the College library’s electronic catalog and to works of art online. There is also a sky-lit drawing studio on the second floor of the Wright Museum of Art.
Studio Use Policy

Only currently enrolled students in the Department of Art and Art History may use studio art classroom spaces (hereafter referred to as studios). Studios are for the production of art and should be used accordingly. Some areas (e.g., sculpture) have specific policies that will be addressed in courses in these areas. Students are responsible for following the studio policies in each area in which they work.

Each class will be designated a working space for class time. When class is finished for the day, the area should be tidied and readied for other classes that may use the same space. Work in progress that cannot be stored away should be placed on shelving or clearly labeled and moved to an area where it will not interfere with other classes. Students may not use classrooms as storage areas.

The studios are cleaned by Physical Plant on a regular basis, and thoroughly so during each break period. Garbage, recycling, and hazardous waste receptacles will be centrally located in every studio to ensure proper disposal. Each student shall clean up after him- or herself. Each studio class will participate in an end-of-semester clean-up to ensure the area is prepared for the upcoming semester. Locks will be cut during the winter and summer breaks, unless a student has the approval of an instructor to keep supplies in the locker over break. If a work of art necessitates adherence to a permanent object (e.g., floor, ceiling), or if a work is to be temporarily or permanently installed on Beloit College property, the student must follow the written Installation/Acquisition Policy, which can be obtained from the Art Department office. This policy only pertains to work executed as part of academic coursework. The student must remove temporary work after it has been evaluated.

Shoes and shirts must be worn in studios at all times. The use of alcohol and drugs in the studios is strictly prohibited. The Department of Art and Art History is not responsible for lost, stolen, or damaged items. 

EPA Compliance
The Department of Art and Art History has instituted policies and procedures to maintain EPA compliance. This includes ensuring that all chemical containers remain closed when not being used and capturing all hazardous wastes and properly managing them within a satellite accumulation area. We are providing secondary containment for all chemicals and hazardous wastes to prevent spillage/leaks from entering sinks, drains & sewers. We have also set up procedures to prevent paint or chemicals from being poured down the sink. Specific policies and procedures will be addressed within your individual studio courses. Students play a big part in helping us maintain our compliance so please follow all studio policies. If you have any questions about the policies, chemicals or materials used in a class, please consult the Material Safety Data Sheets or ask your professor.

Key Policy

Keys for art studios will be available for students to do work outside of class.  Students will receive an email from the department informing them when the keys may be picked up.  Keys will be available at the Art & Art History Department Office (Wright, Room 203).  A $20.00 deposit is required for each key.  Keys checked out for courses or for work-study assignments must be returned to the Art & Art History Department Office at the end of the semester. Once the key(s) are returned to the department the student will be refunded the $20.00 deposit.  Any student who fails to return a key will lose the deposit and may be charged an additional fine of up to $100.00, and future keys may not be issued to the student. 

Senior Studio Space

A limited number of personal studio spaces are available in the Smith Building for senior studio art majors. These are assigned on a first-come basis. Application must be made at the beginning of the fall semester, or as spaces become available; see the Department Chair. Junior majors may be assigned unused spaces once seniors have been accommodated. The Studio Use Policy applies to the senior spaces, except the senior may use the space for the entire school year, provided it is properly maintained and labeled during winter break. Abuse of studio space will result in the loss of privileges.

Equipment Room Procedures

The Equipment Room is located in Smith in the photography area. For a list of equipment that may be borrowed, contact Art Department Office. To be eligible to use the equipment, you must:

· be enrolled in a course in the Department of Art and Art History;

· have received training on the needed equipment. When you have demonstrated competency, your instructor will forward this information to the Equipment Room Manager. 

Some equipment is reserved for specific class needs. A list will be provided if you are eligible for this equipment. 

You are fully responsible for damage or loss of any and all equipment checked out to you. You are also responsible for inspecting the condition of the equipment at the time of check-out, and for bringing to the attention of the equipment room attendant any damaged or missing items not noted on the equipment information card.

During checkout, you should inspect all equipment before accepting it. You will receive the equipment information card at the time of checkout. Compare the card with the equipment to make certain that no items are missing or damaged. Have the attendant note any discrepancies on the card. Read the checkout form noting your responsibility and sign. The attendant will inspect the equipment upon its return. If any items are missing or damaged, you are responsible for repair and replacement costs. Check-out privileges may be suspended until reimbursement is made. 

Please return equipment by the due date specified by the equipment check-out person. This policy may be updated without notice. Please see the equipment room posting for updated procedures.
