Cover Page:  Reason for Review
You must check at least one circumstance.  Please include all special information that is requested in addition to the information you will provide on the rest of the form. If you fail to include all the necessary information, this request will be returned to you. You must document your circumstances.
Part I:  Student's General Information
Give the student's full name and the time period that the revised information covers.
Part II: Student Earnings, Employment and Contribution Information
Provide gross income figures (before taxes), not net income figures.  Our formula accounts for taxes and FICA deductions.  Also, do not include work-study earnings in these figures. Be sure to document your year to date earnings by including a copy of a check stub or statement from employer(s).
Be sure to indicate how much you can contribute to your education given your current circumstances.  If left blank, the form will be returned to you.
Room and board expenses should not reflect Beloit's room and board costs for the academic year, since we have already accounted for them.  We need your expenses for the summer, or for a non-credit term away from Beloit and they must be documented (program expenses for credit terms have already been considered).
You may include all clothing and travel expenses related to a job or an internship.
If you include "Other" expenses, they must be itemized and documented, either on that line or in item 9.  If you do not itemize entries, the form will be returned to you for clarification.
